TRANSFORMATION/TRANSFIGURATION 
 When I was a child, I grew up inspired by a world of fantasy superheroes who 
underwent a transformation from a mild mannered Clark Kent into SUPERMAN, the 
rich philanthropist Bruce Wayne into BATMAN, young Peter Parker who became 
SPIDERMAN, just to name a few. Not only in a world of fantasy but in reality too, 
transformation experiences are very much a part of the human condition. 

 Transformations are clear in nature. When trees that became barren in winter begin to sprout leaves in 
spring, the change is a delight to behold. When those same leaves transform from green into radiant yellows, 
reds and oranges in the fall, they evoke wonder in all who see them. We humans also participate in the 
process of transformation which is unavoidable and very remarkable. We witness the transformation of a baby 
into a child and into an adult. 
 A very popular television series “the Biggest Loser” follows the progress of several overweight 
competitors. Coaches and nutritionists aid the contestants, whose strength, courage and perseverance are 
challenged. After several weeks of rigorous work, the losers who have lost the weight seem to have been 
reborn. Although their external appearance is dramatically different and their lives will probably altered forever, 
it was the interior transformation of mind, will, and heart that made their outward change possible.  
 In reference to the Gospel reading of the Transfiguration of Jesus on Mt Tabor, the disciples of 
Jesus describe the glorious transfiguration in physical terms; it was His inner being that changed his 
outward appearance. His growing awareness of himself and His role as God’s Word of love for the world was 
becoming evident in Him. His deepening commitment to the mission He had been sent to accomplish made 
Jesus transparent. He glowed with passion and purpose that would enable Him to continue the journey 
to Jerusalem, to the cross and to death. Through His saving passage from death to life, Jesus has given 
each of us the grace that will change us and enable us to glow and to grow until we become transformed into 
his image and likeness and shine in glory.

From the US Conference of Catholic Bishops -- Let us 
offer a reminder on the Church's fasting and 
abstinence teachings: Ash Wednesday & Good Friday 
are obligatory days of universal fast & abstinence. Fasting 
is obligatory for all who have completed their 18th year & 
have not yet reached their 60th year. Fasting allows a 
person to eat one full meal. Two smaller meals may be 
taken, not to equal one full meal. Abstinence (from meat) 
is obligatory for all who have reached their 14th year.   If 
possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the 
Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the "paschal fast" 
to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, & to 
prepare ourselves to share more fully & to celebrate more 
readily his Resurrection.  
Fridays in Lent are obligatory days of complete abstinence 
(from meat) for all who have completed their 14th year. 
We encourage you to make use of the site. Through our 
works of prayer, fasting, & abstinence, let us heed the 
Prophet Joel's exhortation to return to God with our whole
