CLASS TIMES: Classes are held on Sunday mornings from 9:15am to 10:45 am. This
time allows families to attend either the 8:00 or 11:00 am Mass.

Your child will be
seated at Mass with other students. You will be expected to pick your child up from
Church promptly at 11:45.

TEXTBOOKS: As a general rule, textbooks are to remain in the classrooms. If a
parent wishes to work with the child at home for any reason, the parent may consult
with the teacher. The parent must see that the books are returned with the child for
each class.

SNOW DAYS: The administrative staff will make a decision about school closing on
Saturdays before school. Please call the Parish Office at 563-1717 after 6P.M. on
Saturday for a recorded message about closings.

OPEN HOUSE: There will be an open house for all grade levels during the second
semester. This will enable parents to observe their child in the class environment.

If a parent would like to meet with a teacher, an
appointment may be arranged for before or after class. However for emergency
situations, the DRE is available on Sunday from 9 to 11 AM.

We will call the homes of children who are absent
without prior notification to insure that all of our children are arriving safely to Sunday
School.
